The benchmark product is usually a previous model of the product 

subject to assessment. The product subject to assessment is usually a 

new product. So, the value of the factor indicates to what extent the 

eco-efficiency of the product has increased.

In short, the larger the factor, the better the balance achieved by the 

product.
